High School: The Thompson School District offers Secondary
Opportunities for Achievement Resulting in success (SOARS) for high
school students. SOARS is a drop-out retrieval program that allows
students who have dropped out or are planning to drop out an
alternative high school environment where they may complete classes
through Web-based courses. Credit recovery classes are also available
to students who need to retake classes that they have failed at their
home schools For information about SOARS, call 970-613-7575.

College: Front Range Community College offers medical prep and
holistic health classes as and HVAC or Heating Ventilation and Air
Conditioning Program at the Community Learning Center.
